(1) Where the Corporation produces or manufactures any food product or commodity, any private sector importer importing the same or similar product or commodity into The Gambia shall procure from the Corporation ten percent of the total quantity of such product or commodity imported by that importer.  











(2) The Minister may make Regulations prescribing the modalities for implementation of the mandatory offtake arrangement.”
